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CATCHMENT MANAGEMENT
AUTHORITY (CMA) FLOOD FUNDING

The Australian Caring for our County initiative
has provided each of our areas catchment
management authorities (Northern River and
Border Rivers-Gwydir) with $400,000 in flood
recovery assistance. The funding is to repair
areas of severe erosion and flood damage and
includes the restoration and rehabilitation of
waterways and gullies, removal of flood debris
and weeds, and the erection of flood damaged
fence lines.

The Granite Borders Landcare Committee was
contracted through the Border Rivers-Gwydir
and Northern Rivers CMA'’s, to be the first
point of contact for enquires and to collect ex-
pressions of interest (EOI) from landholders
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who were affected by the January floods. At
the close of applications we had collected 128
submissions.

In addition to the cash support to be distribut-
ed to landholders, Conservation Volunteers
Australia (CVA) received $300,000 from the
Australian Government to contribute to the
flood recovery effort in the form of organizing
and supplying volunteer labor to assist with on
-ground projects.

Two meetings will be held on the 12th Sep-
tember at the Memorial Hall at 12pm and 6pm.
Representatives from CVA, NR CMA & BR-G
CMA, GBLC and the TSC are presenting
these meetings to introduce the project and
to confirm landholders who need assistance
from CVA with restoration works and where
any concerns and questions on how the roll
out of the money for works is progressing will
be answered (See p3 for details).

Now that the Warwick camp is closed the
volunteers, vehicles and equipment have been re
deployed to Goondiwindi where they are able to
assist landholders in the Moonie area.

Over Easter, | was able to take a break and went to
Melbourne for a three day course in identifying
water bugs (to a family level) and was later joined
by Siobhan and we spent a week “on holidays”.

June is the season of work planning in QMDC, and
that is where the activities and priorities of the
organisation, its member groups and the people
who work with it are set. | was no exception to this
process, and this year the work plan looks a bit
more doable!

My two priority areas for the next 12 months are:
the Cannon Creek catchment and rolling out round
2 of the sub catchment plan; and the Eukey
catchment: expanding the area under the rabbit
research and control project as well as bringing
some additional activities to the district.

As well | will continue to support the various groups
that have languished a little while | was seconded to
the Basin Flood Recovery Initiative.

Other projects on the horizon are

Working with Stanthorpe Rare Wildflower
Consortium to develop a web based tool
for identifying the common trees on your
property. The launch of this will be
accompanied by a field day.

Soil pit day in the Cannon Creek area: this
will also look at the litter layer; soil macro
fauna; the biological activity of various
mulching regimes etc

In addition | will continue to work with SDRC
supporting the volunteer organisation component of
council and the weeds and pest extension activities.

Oh, and one more thing: | will be on leave from mid-
August to late September, and we are going to
Ireland!
